Director’'s Report

Crane Safety

As the utilities throughout the United States begin to rebuild or expand the
aging transmission system the use of cranes will come into our daily
operations more often. Advances in technology have changed the design and
operations of cranes. Operators in our state must be licensed by the state of
New York which requires both a written exam and a practical exam to prove
proficiency.

OSHA is reviewing the crane standard which is over forty years old. One of the
proposals is that crane operators be certified by a nationally accredited crane
operating testing organization. Certification for both riggers and signal
personnel is also being proposed. Many states, at this time, have no license
requirements. OSHA feels that this is contributing to the high number of
accidents.

Crane accidents are on the rise with over 300 fatalities in the last 15 years.
Over 100 of these fatalities are due to contact with the crane and overhead
electrical lines. 60 additional people were killed by being struck by the crane
boom or jib.

Proper placement of these machines is critical to obtain their maximum
performance. Additionally, the weight of the load along with the center of
gravity of the lift are critical. Personnel working in proximity of the crane
must stay out of the swing radius in order to avoid pinch points and crushing
injuries. The signal person must be assigned no other duties and remain
within full view of the operator. We must insure that we have adequate
blocking for the outriggers in place in order for continuous stability of the
crane and that the rigging selected is appropriate for the load being picked.
Test picks should be utilized if the weight of the load is uncertain.

The use of cranes in the outside electrical industry has a long history. In order
to keep our members safe, we must adapt to technological changes.

IBEW Local 1249
Insurance Fund

The new relationship that the IBEW Local 1249 Insurance
Fund has with RMSCO Inc PPO network has made it easier and
less costly to go to the doctor or other health care providers.
The member should be able to just present his insurance card to
the provider and not have to pay any money up front if the
provider accepts the IBEW Local 1249 Insurance.

If the provider doesn’t accept the insurance, go to a different
provider. This Insurance Fund has no restrictions on using
network providers but it should be easier and cheaper for the
member to use providers in RMSCO Inc’s network.

Since the IBEW Local 1249 Insurance Fund participant now
has the Insurance Card, the old forms that were required by the
Fund are no longer necessary. The various health care
providers can now report their claim directly to IBEW Local
1249 Insurance Fund through RMSCO Inc using the
government regulated forms for the various professions.
Doctors, Hospitals, Dentists, Opticians all have these forms and
showing your new insurance card should get the process
moving.

If you have any claims that need to be filed with the old forms,
mail them to the Insurance Fund Office. However, do not mail
any medical claims, dental claims, etc in on the Personal
Account forms, they will not be processed. Please call the
Insurance Fund Office if you have any questions on what form
to use or where to mail it if you have to mail it.

Preventing Back Pain

Four out of five adults suffer from lower-back pain at some point in their lives, and work related
back injuries are the nation’s No.1 occupational hazard. Everyday tasks can put you at risk for
aback injury if you’re not careful. The American Academy of Orthopedic Surgeons offers these

suggestions to help you reduce your chances of a lower-back injury:

1 When moving or lifting a large, heavy object, take it slow- rushing will increase your chance
of injury. Spread your feet so they are shoulder-width apart and bend your knees. This

provides you with a solid support base.

2 Remember to use your core muscles (your abdominals) and legs to help you lift, and hold

the object close to your body.

3 Turn your entire body in the direction you need to move rather than twisting at the waist

while holding a heavy object.

4 When in doubt, get help or use a transfer belt, sliding board or draw sheet to assist you in

moving heavy objects.

You can also help to avoid back pain by exercising regularly to keep muscles strong and flexible,

practicing good posture and maintaining a healthy body weight.
