Director’'s Report

AED’S/CHAIN OF SURVIVAL

As the winter months are rapidly approaching the frequency of heart attacks
seem to increase. This is partially due to increased physical activity such as
shoveling snow and also the additional effort necessary to just move through
the snow and ice with heavier clothing and winter footwear.

Members of IBEW Local 1249 work in many areas of the state. The possibility
of becoming involved in an emergency situation is very real. The 4 steps of
the Chain of Survival become critical as its rapid implementation will save
lives. The following is the proper sequence:

Step #1 Notifying emergency medical services as soon as possible (911)
Step #2 Starting CPR immediately

Step #3 Early defibrillation (AED)

Step #4 Early advanced care — EMS arrives quickly

Following these 4 steps in an expeditious manner will dramatically increase
the person’s chances of survival.

The AED units which we have provided must be kept in an area that is above
40 degrees Fahrenheit. If the units are too cold the batteries will not have
sufficient charge to deliver the voltage necessary to place the heart back into
its normal rhythm. Also if the units are too cold, the pads that are placed on the
victim’s chest may not adhere for intimate contact with the skin. This could
cause a lower value of shock to be delivered.

The AED units must be brought into a warm place at the end of the work day/
week as you would a radio.

AED’s have a proven track record of enhancing a victim’s survival. They
require very little care other than being kept warm and not stored where they
may become crushed by other equipment. Please take care of these units as the
life you save may be your own.
